The impressive presence of the Netanya Stadium on the Haifa Road has
roused curiosity for several years. The LED lit roof truss that changes colors
has become a landmark and a welcome sign of the city’s efforts to rebrand its
image through architectural projects. Located near Kiryat Hasharon, between
the city’s two industrial zones, the new stadium is part of a new complex
intended for employment, commerce, sports and entertainment. A detailed
city zoning plan prepared for the site by Givoli Korin Architects included
transportation accessibility from western Natanya via Hashalom Bridge as
well as an interchange leading directly down to the complex from Road 2.

The stadium itself was designed for 24,000 seats, of which 13,500 have been
built at this stage. Like any stadium round the world, the roof structure is
a significant architectural component that gives the stadium its character.
Diamond shaped arches rise 15 m. high, resting on two foundation towers
that house the ticket tellers on the ground level. Each arch (the largest of its
kind in Israel) weighs about 170 tons. Each stand consists of three galleries
— upper, middle and lower — the central western gallery includes the gold
subscribers’ lounge — about 20 private booths and a restaurant overlooking
the field.

The eastern stand was designed as a commercial area with a separate
entrance. The upper and lower galleries on this stand seat 3,000 each and
have completely separate entrances with emergency exits, aisles, cafeterias,
shops and public services that ensure a fast flow of spectators during a brief
break. Stringent security measures for quick evacuation of the public include
stairwells each of which has two completely separate routes.
