Located in a residential building from the seventies, the flat was acquired by a French couple
as a holiday retreat. Unlike the relatively large apartments built on Ben Yehuda Street during
the thirties (95 square meters) this 60-meter flat was perfectly suited to its purpose though it
required up-dating. In this context, the small, closed kitchen was re-built as part of the enlarged
living-room, an extra bathroom was attached to the master bedroom, and a laundry corner was
added to the general bathroom.

Quoting certain elements of the Bauhaus style characteristic of the area, the minimalist design
uses subtle splashes of color associated with the International Style. Thus - blue, red, and
yellow appear in furniture details, light fixtures and cladding, to create a visual link between all
sections of the apartment. The concrete tiles decorated with the same colors, give uniqueness
to each of the bathrooms, adding a nostalgic link to the eclectic past of the city.
