Investigating the architectural qualities of
machine structures, the project converted

the silo into an air purifier. The new structure
consists of three systems: the first, located on
the roof, monitors and identifies sources of
contamination; the second - a membrane-like
envelope which draws in toxic gases through
special openings, then transmits them into a
purification system located in a cone at the
center of the structure.
